Dinner and the program were held in the Auto Electric Building (currently under construction). A panel discussion focused on the challenges and opportunities in the current revitalization efforts. Councilwoman Julia Gautsche interviewed panel members Adam Scharf (Rethinking Buildings), Jon Wieand (Tax Solutions), and Earlene Nofziger (Historical Society). Julia, representing Goshen’s Facade Incentive Program, showed slides of Goshen downtown businesses before and after renovations. 
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
